
Yelvertoft Pre-School Charging Policy 2025

Yelvertoft Pre-School is a charity that is run on a not for profit basis. It is important that parents pay fees promptly and in full otherwise the Pre-School will not be able to remain sustainable. It is our intention to make sure that our pre-school is accessible to children and families from all sections of the local community. In order to accomplish this we will:
1. 
Review all fees regularly to ensure they are fair, affordable and competitive.
2. 
Give all parents/carers notice of any increased charges prior to their effective date. 
3. 
Help all parents/carers to apply for the government funding for 3 and 4 year olds that gives them 15 hours of pre-school time per week.
4. 
Help eligible working parents/carers to apply for the government funding for 3 and 4 year olds that gives them up to 30 hours of pre-school time per week.
5. 
Help eligible working parents/carers to apply for the government funding for 2 year olds that gives them up to 30 hours of pre-school time per week.

We offer 30 hours a week (term time only) of pre-school provision. 



Fees from April 2024 are as follows: 
Children aged 2 - £6.00 per hour (unless eligible for government funding).
Children aged 3 & 4 - until the term following their 3rd birthday: £5.50 per hour
Children aged 3 & 4 (term following their 3rd birthday)

These children are entitled to up to 15 hours of funding from the government. Parents/carers will be asked to sign a form at the beginning of each term so that we can claim the funding. If a child attends for more than 15 hours, parents/carers will be required to pay for the extra hours which will be charged at £5.50 per hour, unless they are eligible for up to 30 hours.

Consumables/Activity charges: To enable us to provide a daily healthy snack for the children, and other essentials such as seasonal activity resources, hygiene products and wellbeing activities, we ask for a contribution of £3.50 per day for all funded children and £1 per day for fee paying children. This is included in the half termly invoices. 
At Yelvertoft Pre-School we aim to ensure all children are able to access a stimulating and exciting curriculum. For lower income families, or those experiencing financial hardship, who may need support with additional Pre-school costs, please contact our Business Manager, Jane Frodsham on:  info@yelvertoftpreschool.co.uk
Non-payment of the voluntary consumables/activity fees does not affect your child’s entitlement to a funded place.
Terms and Conditions:
1. Fees for each half term should be paid by the specified invoice due date.
2. Invoices will be sent out in the first two weeks of each half term.
3. Payments can be made by bank transfer, cash, cheque, government tax saving scheme or employer childcare voucher schemes. Any charges arising from un-cleared cheques will be passed on the parent/carer.  Cash/cheque payments should be given to Pre-School staff or our Business Manager.
4. If payment is not received by the specified due date then Pre-School reserves the right to withdraw the child’s place with immediate effect.

5. Charges will be made for sessions even when a child is absent through illness (unless prolonged) or holiday.

6. Charges will be made for sessions when the Pre-School is unable to open due to circumstances beyond its control eg: extreme weather, flooding, power failure etc

7. Charges will apply for sessions when Pre-school is not open on a bank holiday, if these fall outside of the official school holidays.

8. Parents/carers are required to give 4 weeks notice if they intend to withdraw their child from Pre-School.

9. Charges will be made at the appropriate hourly charge for the non-collection and late collection of children (see separate Terms & Conditions document). 
10. Pre-School will seek to pursue all defaulters of payment through the County Courts.
11. If you are experiencing difficulties in the paying of fees, please contact our Business Manager and we will do our very best to come to an agreement regarding payment. Confidentiality will be assured.
